Reunion Planning

This is a beginner’s guide to reunion planning based on the experiences of some LHS classes who have had successful reunions.  It is not all-inclusive but it will give you a starting point for your planning.  The Alumni Association does not provide funds for reunions.  If it’s your first reunion, keep it simple.

Get a planning committee together at least 6 months before your reunion.  Decide on date, location, and what will happen at the reunion.  Consider the best time of the year (Fall football game weekend, Summer vacation weekend, etc.) for your reunion.  Some classes have had an informal get-together at a Lewisburg pub.  Some have had a picnic at a classmate’s home in the Lewisburg area. Other classes have had a dinner or dinner-dance at an area restaurant.  Some classes have a one event reunion (examples just listed) while others have a weekend reunion (including any/some of the following: Friday evening informal social, Saturday morning tour of high school, Saturday evening dinner &/or dinner-dance, and Sunday morning breakfast at an area restaurant).
Gather a list of all classmates, addresses, email addresses, phone numbers.  Maybe the LHS Alumni Association can help provide it for you. (After your reunion and you have an up-to-date list of classmates, addresses, etc. please share that information with the Alumni Association.)
Some time well in advance of your reunion (maybe 4 to 6 months) send a postcard, trifold, etc. announcing your reunion, encouraging classmates to save the date on their calendar. You might also want to use email/Facebook/Twitter for this announcement.  Send information to Alumni Association so we can post it brief information about your reunion (when, where, contact persons, etc) on their website and possibly in their newsletter.
Prepare a mailing two months before reunion.  Save money by also using email.  The invitation should have specific information about reunion (who, what, where, when, etc).  Include the cost per person and per couple and what the cost will include (e.g. meal, entertainment, etc.).  Also include a reservation form that should be returned, with their money, approximately 3 weeks before reunion.  There will always be late returns.  The reservation form should ask for spouse’s/partner’s name, address, telephone number, email address.  Many classes take the name & address information and make booklets to share with each person attending. You could also mail the booklets to those who could not attend for a small fee.  If the classmate cannot attend, ask them to send a message about him/herself, to be read at the reunion.
